Matseliukh I. A., Khomenko S. H. The origin and evolution of sociological
jurisprudence in the USA

The article analyzes the emergence of the concept of sociological jurisprudence
in the USA, the founder of which was the American lawyer, dean of the Harvard Law
School, Roscoe Pound. His historiographic achievements are presented and the main
scientific works are analyzed.

The peculiarities of the professional and creative path of the professor, who was
closely intertwined with Harvard University, are revealed. The political and legal
opinions of the scientist regarding the concept of sociological jurisprudence, which
should take into account socio-political changes, the needs of society and profess
the ideas of justice, were analyzed.

The reasons for the activation of the sociological movement in the USA were
analyzed, which were primarily related to the problems arising in practical jurisprudence.
R. Pound's theory of social interests, which he began to develop in order to ensure
agreement and balance between all participants in social relations, is revealed.

It was established that the works of Roscoe Pound found their support among
scientists, practitioners, and judges. The initiatives of US Supreme Court judge
Benjamin Cardozo, who proposed to increase sociological education among the legal
community through lifelong professional development, are considered.

The jurisprudence of the Supreme Court of the United States is considered, namely
the case Mueller v. Oregon of 1908, in which the defender of the state of Oregon,
lawyer Louis Brandeis, in his report generally referred not to precedents, but to
sociological data that testified to negative factors. As a result, the lawyer's arguments
had a positive effect on the judges of the Supreme Court of the United States, who
unanimously recognized the Oregon law limiting the length of the working day
for women who worked in laundries, factories, and industrial plants to 10 hours as
constitutional.

It is claimed that this precedent influenced the legal practice, which actively began
to use not court decisions to argue the party's position, but a description of social
factors and existing social data that determined the purpose of the lawsuit or defense.
The positive influence of the sociological movement, especially on the development
of social legislation, was noted.

It was noted that the beginning of the 20th century was marked by the birth
of a new direction, which was called sociological jurisprudence. Its supporters called
on all representatives of the legal community not to perform their work mechanically,
but to rethink their actions, conclusions, speeches, decisions, acts, taking into account
all social aspects, thus transforming the legal system itself, which would take into
account socio-political changes, the needs of society and professed the ideas of justice
and social well-being.
