Kostytskyi V. V., Bohun V. P. Climate protection issues in modern legal science
Based on the conducted research, the author shows that climate protection
problems have been in the focus of research in modern legal science relatively recently,
counting at most several decades. Legal doctrine is still at the stage of building
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a scientific and methodological basis for specialists who are trying to develop general
assessments of the climate problem as a key globalization challenge of the 21st century.
In modern science of environmental law and sociology and philosophy of law, two
approaches to climate protection research have been distinguished: normative-legal
and integrative. The first involves constructing relevant priorities at the international
legal level and the level of national legislation. Since state sovereignty is not limited
to climate problems and ways to solve them, and the transfer of climate problems to
the transnational level is limited in nature, the priority is considered to be taking into
account national interests, which are primary in relation to international ones, which
is reflected in the development of regulatory regulation of climate protection both
at the international and national levels. The second integrative approach takes into
account the primacy of human and citizen rights and freedoms and the responsibility
of the state to man and society, including for the state of the climate, as the basis
of the modern doctrine of liberalism, which determines the features of today’s
development of law and state-building within the framework of Western European
and North American civilization. This approach involves clarifying the theoretical,
methodological and practical problems of ensuring the state’s right to a favorable
environment and is a manifestation of the «law of connected vessels» described by
V. Kostytsky, which reflects the features of the development of law in the modern
world, the transfer of progressive norms, principles and ideas between national legal
systems and international and national law, and also boils down to the proportionality
of the responsibility of the state and society for solving climate protection problems.
