Kuzmin E. E. Prolegomena to the goal and purposes of punishment
in international criminal law

Given article represents a logical continuation of the attempts to comprehend
the issues of theories of punishment in international criminal law and constitutes
an effort to accumulate preliminary reflections on the definition of the goal
and purposes of punishment in the international plane.

Particular attention is paid to the non-trivial manner of perception of the goal
and purposes of punishment in international criminal law, which is manifested
in understanding their content through the prism of the meta-question, — ‘why?’,
being its integral part, — the sub-inquiry ‘why punish?’.

It is established that the issue of determining the goal and purposes of punishment
in international criminal law is rooted in the very depth of nature of international
criminal law, since the deliberations on it are usually associated in one way or another
with the current fundamental shortcomings of the relevant body of norms.

It is emphasized that a rather artificial simplification of the problem of unity
of terminology in the relevant area to a merely verbal component is inappropriate,
and instead itisrevealed to be expedient to conceive of such a “purposive designation’ of
punishment in international criminal law as formed by a very organic combination
of two main constituent elements, — its goal (or the so-called ‘purpose in itself’ per
se) and the purposes of punishment which go beyond it.

A preliminary assertion is made about the rationality of at least partial substantive
correlation of the goal and purposes of punishment in international criminal law
with the so-called ‘general direction’ of international criminal law in whole, as well
as with the tasks and objectives of international criminal justice and international
criminal tribunals and courts, including in terms of sentencing, accordingly.

The key problematic issues that arise on the way to specifying the goal and purposes
of punishment in international criminal law are systematised, with a special focus
on those that are centred around the main arguments in favour of ‘retribution’,
‘prevention’ and ‘rehabilitation’ as the real purposes of punishment.

It is noted that the process of formulating the relevant goal and purposes
of punishment in international criminal law is still taking place against the backdrop
of comparing the so-called ‘traditional purposes’ of punishment which are fair for
national criminal law, with the refutation of the acceptability of such a domestic
analogy, advocating for their at least partial adaptation to the current realities
of modern international criminal law.

Despite the monumental significance of the goal and purposes of punishment
in international criminal law, as well as the long history of scientific endeavours
in this area, a rather paradoxical assumption is made regarding the prospects for
future research on this matter.
